EACH SCHOOL WILL NEED TO PROVIDE 13 CANS OF NEW TENNIS BALLS.  ALL 
MATCHES ARE AN EIGHT GAME PRO SET WITH AD SCORING IN EACH 
DIVISION. 
 

1. Coaches meeting at 7:45 am 
 
2. Format:  modified Kiwanis Tournament format: single, gold 

doubles, silver doubles, mixed doubles 
3. Each match will be one eight game set (12-point tie breaker at an 

all 8 game) 
4. Team points will be awarded as follows: 

 
a. Clean win 3 points 
b. Tie breaker win 2 points 
c. Tie breaker loss 1 point 
d. Clean loss 0 points 
e. Mixed doubles points will be awarded half to boys, half to girls. 
 

5. Traveling trophy will be awarded to the school with the most points 
at the end of the day.  (Head to head will break any tie.) 

 
6. Individual medals will be awarded (1st, 2nd, and 3rd) based on the 

results of the individual sections. 
 

a. Win-loss record 
b. Points 
c. Head-to-head 
d. Total game losses 
e. If more than a 2-way tie, this list will be used until we get down 

to a two-way tie, then head-to-head.

7. A team’s #1 player should play singles (unless then are playing 
doubles in regional).  The gold doubles team will be the best 
doubles team of the two teams entered.  The silver team will be the 
other team.  The mixed doubles players will be the remaining 
varsity player on your squad.  (#1 singles player on a team may not 
play mixed doubles). 

 
8. Conduct will be governed by the same rules as region and state. 

a. First offense loss of 1 point 
b. Second offense loss of  1 game 
c. Third offense disqualification 

 



Offenses will not be cumulative from one match to another. 
ALL COACHES SHOULD ACT AS OFFICIALS IF A COACH CALLS A CONDUCT 
VIOLATION ON ANOTHER TEAM THEY SHOULD INFORM THAT TEAMS COACH 
FOLLOWING THE FIRST OFFENSE. 

9. Each school will need to provide 13 cans of new tennis balls 
10. When matches re over, winner of the match reports the scores to 

the scorers table. 
11. We will have the coaches write their players’ names on the charts
